At its July 14 meeting, the church council decided to send out a letter asking for significant financial 

gifts to support projects recently approved by the congregation. These projects include: 

install handicapped accessible bathrooms on both levels of the church 

install air conditioning in the upper level of the educational unit 

fund architectural and other fees to begin plans for an addition to the preschool building. 

The total amount needed for these projects is estimated to be approximately $50,000.00 

I hope that all will consider making a gift to support these projects and that you will be as generous as 

possible in supporting them. 

Vision Team Meets 

The Vision team held it first meeting on Wednesday, July 13. At the meeting they discussed a process 

to discern where God is leading St. Paul Lutheran.

The regular meeting of the St. Paul Lutheran Church Council was held on Thursday, June 9, 2011.

DEVOTIONS:  Acts 2 was read by Pastor Norris and opened up for reflection. 
 
The meeting was called to order at 7:35 PM by President John Swalwell.  
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Concern regarding church wide decisions was expressed to a council member.  Pastor Norris 
will followup to clarify the concerns.  A question was asked of another council member whether the council meeting 
minutes could be available to the congregation prior to the publication of the Tower Talk, each month. 
 
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  Consent items were passed by measure of voice vote. The Consent Items on the agenda 
were:  Approval of the minutes, Youth Leaders Report, Pastorôs Report, Treasurers Report & Other Written Reports, 
Approval of the Bills, Transfer/Release Membership: Michael & Nikki Franks and children: Reese & Hannah: transfer 
to Lord of the Hills Lutheran,Colorado. Evaluation of Past Activities 
 
MINISTRY TEAM REPRESENTATIVES:  None 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  None 
 
NEW BUSINESS: The first item of new business was regarding the informational meeting for the building projects.  A 
congregational meeting will be held on July 10th, at 11:30 AM (following the second service), to vote on handicap 
bathrooms, preschool expansion and air conditioning. 
 
The second item of new business was to set the time and date of the semi-annual meeting for Sunday, 
October 16th with a potluck at 11:45 followed by the meeting 12:45 PM. 
 
The third item of new business was regarding whether or not St Johnôs Lutheran church could use our facilities if their 
temporary location is interrupted by flood waters.  Council does not see a problem with that. 
 
The fourth item of new business was regarding opportunities for helping out with flood relief.  Will try to identify needs 
and continue as unfinished business for the next meeting. 
 
The fifth item of new business was a request by Pastor Norris to take the last weekend of September off to attend the 
150th anniversary celebration for Estherville Lutheran Church.  A motion was made to allow Pastor Norris the time off 
to attend.  Motion was seconded and approved by measure of voice vote. 
 
The next Council meeting is set for July 14th at 7:00 PM. 
 
The meeting was adjourned with the Lord's Prayer at 9:45 PM.

Minutes for Special Meeting of the Congregation 
July 10, 2011 
 
 
 
 
 
A special meeting of the congregation was held on Sunday, July 10, 2011, to vote on three building improvement 
resolutions. 
 
The meeting was called to order by John Swalwell, at 11:46 AM. 
 
The first vote was for Handicap Accessible Restrooms on both levels of the church.  
 
Results of vote were 69 Yes and 5 No 
 
The second vote was to determine which option to go with, as outlined below: 
 
Option A - To create 2 new restrooms, one to be located in the coat room / acolyte robe room on the east side of the 
entry to the sanctuary; and the other to be located directly below it in the area in the northeast corner of the basement 
that used to house a women's restroom and now is used for storage.  the cost for the two restrooms would be 
$12,300 for installation plus a $20 monthly sewer fee for an additional hook up to the city sewer.  
 
Option B - Remodel the present men's and women's restrooms to be handicapped accessible and to add one new 
unisex restroom directly above the present women's bathroom, in the north half of the Sunday school room next to 
the nursery.  The cost for this option would be $12,000.  There would be no extra sewer fee with this option. 
 
Results of vote for Option A was 13 and for Option B was 62. 
 
The third vote was to approve a resolution to create a way to fund the new restrooms and two other building projects.  
The other two projects are Air Conditioning for the upper level of the educational wing, and to proceed with the expan-
sion of the preschool.  The restroom project will have first priority. 
 
Results of this vote were 49 -Yes, 24 -No and 1 -I don't know 
 
Meeting adjourned at 12:23 PM.
