The FNT would like to thank all those that
attended the congregation information meetings that were held February 6 -7. The more infor-
mation that can be presented to the congregation and the response is a plus for the Facility
Needs Team to keep moving ahead. The drawings and information is posted in the basement
area for the congregation to review. The FNT recommended to the council to have a special con-
gregation meeting to move forward with the Child Development Center. The Council has de-
cided to hold a meeting on Sunday, March 7 at 11:30 am.

Special Congregation Meeting -March 7, 2010 -11:30 a.m.
Resolution is the following:

oBe it resolved that the congregation approve in principle the expansion of an Early Childhood Develop-
ment ministry which would complement our existing Pre  -school, and we direct the church council to
oversee the development of plans to i mplement thi

The church council is requesting this vote to confirm what they have been hearing regarding the expan-
sion of early childhood ministry. The phrase "in principle" is used in the resolution because the council
is asking the congregation to approve the concept while leaving the details to be decided later if the
resolution is approved. The council sees this as an expansion of the ministry begun with the preschool,
but this expansion would not be limited to preschool -aged children. It may include before and after
school care and possibly infants and toddlers, if feasible. The council envisions a ministry of early
childhood development that is more than simply childcare. Such a ministry would provide opportunities
for children to develop physically, emotionally, mentally and spiritually. Approval of the resolution
would not give the council any more authority beyond what it already has.
